Hoaøng töû naøi xin Devadatta ñöøng tuøy tieän 
gieát haïi nhöõng con vaät beù nhoû, nhöng chaøng 
ta khoâng theøm nghe lôøi caàu xin cuûa chaøng vaø 
goïi Hoaøng töû Taát Ñaït Ña laø "keû nhuùt nhaùt" ñeå 
cheá nhaïo chaøng.
